She received her PhD from the University of
Dresden, completed her postdoctoral research at Massachusetts General Hospital
in Boston, and worked as a group leader at the Heidelberg lon Beam Therapy
Center, where she completed her Habilitation in 2009. Her main interests are in
advancing precision image-guided ion therapy for pre-clinical and clinical
applications. She has published over 300 peer-reviewed papers, received
several awards, including AAPM’s John S. Laughlin Early Career Scientist Katia Parodi, PhD
Award, and third-party funding, including a European Research Council
project. From 2017 to 2018, she served as President of the German Society for
Medical Physics. Since 2021, she has been the Editor-in-Chief of the Physics in
Medlicine and Biology journal.
